Annual Village Meeting (AVM) - 2A22

The AVM held on the 18 May 2022 was the third since this PC's election. The 2A22 AVM repofts were

Responsibilities and Issues addressed in 2O2212023

Precepts, Budgets and Finances

The final accounts for year ending 31 March 2023 were approved. In November of 2A22, the
, qudget Working Group provided repofts that enabled the council to make decisions about the
\uture investments in Estate maintenance, facilities and seruices for which it is responsible. In

January 2A23, the Budget Working Group recommended the budget for 202312024. It was
resolved to approve the budget as recommended, which generated a precept requirement of
f 14,505. This ensured that there would be no increase in the Parish Council paft of residents
Council Tax based on a Band D propedry for the year. I am grateful to the councitlors who assisted
me in assuring an effective process for the setting of the precept.

A review of the effectiveness of the council's governing arrangements and systems of internal
control have been carried out and the controls were effective.

Planning

The Council met regularly to discuss planning applications submitted to MSDC, to register its views
on them, and to note decisions made by MSDC. It is also working alongside Onntell Housing to find
a suitable site to build affordable housing for local residents as determined in the local housing
needs sutvey carried out last year.



What has the Parish Council achieved over the last year?

In addition to the normal estate malntenance and manaEement of the village, several projects
were overseen by the Parish Council.

Suppofted Queens lubilee party and Kings Coronation party

With help from the Garden club, created a rose garden in honour of the late Queen Elizabeth II

Financlal Repor"r for the APM

The Parish Council started the ?A22 - 2023 financial year with f 39,617 in tlre bank

lncome between April 2022 and Marcii 2023 was f 30,326 and is made up of the precept which

conles from residents via their council tax at 8L4t36 and various grants and donations together with
income from newsletter advertising.

Thanks are extended to ali the peopie who make donations towards the various projects the council

undertakes each year. This year Cllrs Otton and Matthissen between them have awarded us in

excess of f4500 towards the notice board, the street light replacements and the white gates, and we

couldn't carry out these types of pro.jects without their support.

The replacement of the street lights has been helped by a very generous donation from Finborough

Hall School and a match funding grant frorn Suffolk CC together with fund raising via the smartie

tubes and the jubilee event.

The Garden Club have been, as always, very generous with their funds and their time helping to re
bark paths and to complete the fantastic commemorative Rose garden.

Advertising revenue, allotment rent and a small amount of bank interest make up the balance of
incorne.

Spending for this flnancialyear has been one of our highest at [51490 wrth the street light

replacement costing f21725, the new notice board t2305 and the white gates at Hitcham end of
High Road t3113.

Grass cutting and open space maintenance totalled €1810 and f 1730 was spent on tree wor"k this
year.

The clerk and litter pickers salaries together with admin, Insurance, audits, hall hire, and

subscriptions at €10117, the newsletter production at f 2268 and emptying Iitter bins f 564 make up

the regular spending of the council.

Finally contribtrtions to the Jubilee event and the coronation weekend complete spending for thls
year.

The closing reserves in the bank on 3l-ot March 2023 was f 18454.
